SECTION 1: HEATER SAFETY

Your Safety is Important to Us!
This symbol is used throughout
the manual to notify you of
possible fire, electrical or burn
hazards.

Installation, service and annual inspection of heater
must be done by a contractor qualified in the
installation and service of gas-fired heating
equipment.

Read this manual carefully before installation,
operation or service of this equipment.

This heater is designed for heating non-residential
indoor spaces. Do not install in residential spaces.
These instructions, the layout drawing, local codes
and ordinances, and applicable standards that apply
to gas piping, electrical wiring, venting, etc. must be
thoroughly understood before proceeding with the
installation.

Thin sheet metal parts have sharp edges. To prevent
injury, the use of work gloves is recommended.

Before installation, check that the local distribution
conditions, nature of gas and pressure, and
adjustment of the appliance are compatible.

Gas and oil-fired appliances are not designed for use
in atmospheres containing flammable vapors or dust,
or atmospheres containing chlorinated or
halogenated hydrocarbons. Recirculation of room air
may be hazardous in the presence of: (A) flammable
solids, liquids, and gases; (B) explosive materials;
(C) substances which may become toxic when
exposed to heat (i.e., refrigerants and aerosols, etc.)

1.1 Description of Operation

This heater is an indirect gas-fired fresh-air appliance
designed for indoor or outdoor installation.

The heater may be provided with several different
controls and options to meet certain application
requirements. Be sure to read this entire manual
before installation and start-up.

1.2 Installation Codes

This equipment has been designed and
manufactured in order to provide you with years of
safe and efficient operation. In order to retain these
features, the installer must adhere to certain
installation and operation requirements. These are
mentioned throughout this manual and should be
carefully noted. The type of fuel for which this
appliance is equipped and its proper firing rate are
shown on the appliance rating plate. Electrical
characteristics are shown on the rating plate as well.
If there must be a change in fuel type, consult with
the factory or sales distributor. The heater shall be
installed in accordance with the standards of the
National Fire Protection Association, the National
Fuel Gas Code, and the National Electrician Code.
Local authorities having jurisdiction should be
consulted before installations are made to verify local
codes and installation procedures. In the absence of
such codes and installation procedures, the unit shall
be installed in accordance with the National Fuel Gas
Code ANSI A223.1 (latest edition). In Canada,
installation must conform to CAN/CGA-B149.1 or
B149.2 (latest edition) installation codes for gas
burning appliances and applicable Provincial
Regulations for the class, which should be carefully
followed in all cases.

Authorities having jurisdiction should be consulted
before installations are made.

1.3 Inspection and Setup

The heater is shipped completely assembled.
Immediately upon receipt of the heater, check the
fuel and electrical characteristics of the heater and
verify that they agree with the fuel and electrical
supply available. Check the heater for any damage
that may have occurred during shipment. If any
damage is found, file a claim with the transporting
agency. The heater was inspected and operated prior
to shipment. While the heater is still on the skid,
move it to its installation location. Verify that the
specifications on the heater rating plate match the
heater specifications. Check the installation location
to ensure proper clearances to combustibles.

Any options which do not come attached to the
heater (such as a remote control panel) will be found
inside the heater.
